Today we light the Second Candle of Advent, the Candle of Peace. We
remember the prophets who spoke of the coming of Christ, of how a
Saviour would be born, a king in the line of King David. The prophet
Baruch reminds us this title of peace in our first reading - For God will
give you evermore the name, “Righteous Peace, Godly Glory.” When
Jesus came he taught people the importance of being peace-makers. He
said that those who make peace shall be called the children of God.
When Christ comes to us, he brings us peace and he will bring everlasting
peace when he comes again. We light the Candle of Peace to remind us
that Jesus is the Prince of Peace and that through him peace is found.

In the fifteenth year of the reign of Emperor Tiberius, when Pontius Pilate
was governor of Judea, and Herod was ruler of Galilee, and his brother
Philip ruler of the region of Ituraea and Trachonitis, and Lysanias ruler of
Abilene, during the high priesthood of Annas and Caiaphas, the word of
God came to John son of Zechariah in the desert.

He went into all the region around the Jordan, proclaiming a baptism of
repentance for the forgiveness of sins, as it is written in the book of the
words of the prophet Isaiah, dThe voice of one crying out in the desert:
OPrepare the way of the Lord, make his paths straight. Every valley shall be
filled, and every mountain and hill shall be made low, and the crooked
shall be made straight, and the rough ways made smooth; and all flesh
shall see the salvation of God.Q

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EXPLORING THE WORD

The word of God that comes to John in the
wilderness is not a word meant for him alone but is
to be shared with all the people. JohnQ
proclamation of the word of God $hrough the
whole Jordan districtQs a precursor to JesusQ
instruction to his disciples ‘that repentance and
forgiveness of sins is to be proclaimed in his name
to all nationsCILuke 24:47). The salvation brought by
the Lord is not a personal and private matter but
one that is destined for the whole of humankind.
This salvation can only be achieved, however, if one
is prepared to realign oneQ life—to repent of past
sins and take a new path in life. JohnQcall is a call to
a new beginning.

DID YOU KNOW?

I Luke goes to great lengths to describe the
geographical and political world into which Jesus
is born. God enters into human history at a
specific time and place. The coming of Jesus for
the salvation of the world is not a vague notion
but a concrete event in time.

9l The prophets of the Hebrew tradition were
specially chosen people who spoke the word of
God to Israel. John the Baptist is sometimes
referred to as the last of the great prophets.

9 Scholars believe that Jesus may well have spent
some time as a disciple of the Baptist before
embarking on his own public ministry.

9 The Herod(mentioned in this text is Herod
Antipas—son of Herod the Great, who ruled at
the time of JesusCbirth. After Herod the GreatQ@
death, his realm was divided between three of
his sons. One son proved an inept ruler and was
removed from power in Judaea by the Romans
and replaced by a Roman governor.

REFLECTION

There were powerful men ruling the
land when John emerged calling upon
the people to prepare for the coming
of the Messiah. The people flocked to
John, which must have both puzzled
and alarmed the powerful. What gave
an unkempt nobody from the
wilderness such pulling power?

John was most likely a magnetic
personality. But it was his message
that was profoundly attractive to the
crowds. They were used to the self-
serving imposition of laws by the
scribes and Pharisees. John told them
to share their food and possessions with others, not to practise extortion, and
let the tax collectors know that they should not collect more than was
prescribed. It was a different morality to that of the powerful people and those
such as soldiers and tax collectors whose positions gave them the opportunity
to exploit others. In effect John was telling the people to look after one another
whereas they were used to an Gevery one for themselvesé approach.

At the heart of JohnQ preaching was the call to repent and be baptised. When
wrong has been done, it can be difficult to leave it behind. The act of repenting
and being baptised by John acted as a marker between the previous morality
and a new life. It was also a public act of commitment to a new way of life.

The multiple layers of JohnQ preaching were threaded through with a message
of hope. He was announcing the coming of the longed-for Messiah, and calling
the people to prepare for this event. For the ordinary people whose lives were
not easy this hope changed their mood and their future.

JohnQvoice extends into our time calling us to prepare for the annual
celebration of the coming of the Lord. His message is the same for us as it was
for the people of his time — look after one another, live moral lives, and if you
have power exercise it for the good of others. Sort out your soul, not just
presents and food, as preparation for the great feast of the Incarnation.

This is a time to let the hope in John@ message percolate through our lives, a
reminder that the Lord can make all things new. Believing in John@ message as
a message for us as well as the people of his time will ensure we prepare well
